Fun Fact Box

AQI means Air Quality Index. This 
scale measures outdoor air quality. 
On days when the air is not safe, an 
Air Pollution Alert goes out. Green 
and yellow mean the air is safe, so we 
can go out and play sports. Orange, 
red, and purple means the air quality 
is poor and we should stay indoors.
